ENTRY CONDITIONS





1	Each artist must submit a completed entry form together with an A5 stamped self addressed envelope.  These forms are available from ‘ WIRRAL OPEN ART EXHIBITION 5’ at the gallery address above or by printing directly from the website (‘Word’ documents):- www.davidhillhouse.com 


2	Work may be submitted in any medium including sculpture (but excludes photographs, installation, video and performance art).


3	Work should not exceed 4ft (1200mm) in any dimension and should be easily carried by two people.


4	Ensure all cords, hooks etc. are removed as mirror plates will be fitted by the gallery. Clip frames are not allowed. Temporary corner protection should be provided for handling, but work must be handed in unwrapped for viewing.  Three dimensional work will be displayed in glass cases, on plinths or on the floor at the discretion of the gallery.


5	Up to 6 items of work may be submitted to the Gallery at the above address by each artist. Items must clearly show title and medium of work and the artist’s name and address.  Use tie on labels for three dimensional work.


6	Work must be delivered and collected by hand, but for the convenience of artists submitting work from some considerable distance, colour slide transparencies or good quality prints indicating size of work and medium will be accepted for the initial judging.  These images must reach the gallery at any time before 2 September 2010.  Work accepted from slides/prints should be delivered to the Gallery within seven days after notification of acceptance but by Sunday 19 September 2010.  


7	An entry and handling fee of £6.00 per item of work for non-members (or £3 fee per item for WSA members) is payable at the time of submission by cash or cheque payable to The Wirral Society of Arts (this is not returnable) together with the completed entry form.


8	Work accepted and sold at the exhibition is subject to a commission of 30%.  Exhibited and sold items may not be removed before the end of the Exhibition.


9        The Gallery cannot accept any liability for work while it is on the premises although every care will be taken to ensure its safety, artists are advised to arrange their own insurance if desired. Insurers should be advised that the Gallery has grade A user specification as determined by the Arts Council of Great Britain.


10	Prizes totaling over £2,000 will be announced and presented at the Preview.

Handing in/Delivery to the Gallery: Thursday 2, Friday 3 and Saturday 4 September 2010 between 10.30am and 4.00pm.  Artists living some distance from the gallery must arrange delivery of selected paintings anytime after notification of acceptance but by Sunday 19 September 2010.  (Gallery is closed on Mondays)





Judging: Sunday 5 September 2010.  The Judges decision is final, you will be notified the following week.





Preview and Presentation of Prizes:  Friday 1 October 2010: 7.00 – 9.00 pm.





Exhibition open to the Public:  2 October to 14 November 2010 (Closed Mondays).





Collection of unselected work:  Prior to the opening of the Exhibition.   





Collection of sold & unsold work:   Wednesday 17 November to Saturday 20 November 2010
